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INTRODUCTION

The college experience is multi-faceted; it includes both academics and the development of social and intimate relationships. While

many intimate relationships are positive, enriching and fulfilling, a few can become abusive and may involve criminal behavior, such as physical and sexual violence. Domestic/dating violence is a national problem

that affects people regardless of age,

economic level, educational status, sexual orientation or culture. It can take a multitude of forms but the goal of the batterer is the same: to use fear to control the domestic/dating partner.

Violence in an intimate relationship is a

serious problem for which there are no easy answers or solutions. However the battered victim is the only one who can make the decision to leave or stay in a relationship.
This brochure provides you with fundamental information about domestic and dating violence so you can begin to make informed decisions and know the resources available to

you no matter what you decide.

· It involves a pattern of behavior

that includes physical, sexual,

verbal, emotional and

psychological abuse.

· It can occur between married

couples, same-sex partners, or in dating relationships.

Am I a Victim of

· Does your partner get jealous

when you go out or talk with

others?

· Does your partner frighten or

intimidate you?

· Does your partner put you down, but then tell you he/she loves you?

· Does your partner try to impose

restrictions on the way you dress or your appearance?

· Have you been held down, shoved, pushed, hit, kicked or had things thrown at you by your partner?

· Are you afraid to break up with

your partner because of fear for

your personal safety?

· Has your partner forced or

intimidated you into having sex?

If you answered yes to any of these

questions you may be a victim of

domestic/dating violence.

Restraining Orders

A restraining order can legally

order the perpetrator not to contact

you, stay a certain distance away

from you and return items of your

personal property

You can qualify for a domestic violence restraining order if the

abuser caused or attempted to cause injury or sexually assault

you or threatened to harm you and

you are worried for your safety.

How can I help a friend

who is being abused?

· Acknowledge your friend is in a difficult and scary situation – Let the friend know she/he is not alone.

· Be supportive – Listen and be available. Remember it may be difficult for your friend to talk about the abuse.

· Be non-judgmental – Respect your friend’s decisions. There are many reasons why victims stay in abusive relationships. Do not criticize the choice to stay.

· Don’t be afraid to show you are concerned - describe what you see is going on and that you want to help. Let your friend know she/he deserves a healthy, nonviolent relationship.

· If your friend breaks up with the abuser, continue to be supportive – your friend may feel sad or lonely and be tempted to return to the abuser.

· Encourage your friend to talk to professionals who can offer support - LSCS has resources such as the police, Dean of Student Services and Human Resources.[image: image2.jpg]
