Article I 
NAME

Korean Language and Culture Club (KLACC)
Article II
PURPOSE

To provide a space for those who are interested in the Korean language and culture where they can meet like-minded people. Our goal is to learn, study, and share the Korean language and culture. 
Article III
MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:
Any registered student (full or part-time) at Lone Star College-Kingwood who is in good standing with the College and fulfills the membership requirements of the organization may be a member.

Section 2:
In order to guarantee equal rights for all members of the Lone Star College-Kingwood student body, equal opportunities shall be afforded all students without regard to race, color, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression, religion, ethnic or national origin, disability, veteran status, or any other protected status.

Section 3:
Rights of active members include eligibility to participate in all community and campus activities of the KLACC, the right to attend KLACC meetings, and to participate in fundraising, social, and community service projects of the KLACC. 

Rights of active voting members (defined as an active member who has attended a minimum of 3 KLACC meetings or events) shall additionally include the ability to participate in certain KLACC decision-making, the right to nominate and vote on candidates for KLACC leadership, and the ability to serve as a KLACC officer.
Section 4:     
Voting privileges will be restricted to Lone Star College-Kingwood students who are active voting members.
Article IV
OFFICERS AND ADVISORS

Section 1:
Officers: The elected officers for the KLACC shall be: President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary. Of these officials, the position of President and Vice President must always be filled.
Section 2:

Qualifications for holding office: All officers shall…
a) Be registered students in good academic standing (grade point average of 2.0 or

above) at LSC-Kingwood

b) Be committed to serving in the appointed position throughout the academic year

c) Conduct themselves in a fashion so that their actions will not reflect negatively

on the image of the organization, its members, or LSC-Kingwood 

d) Exhibit an interest in Korean Language and Culture

e) Have some level of prior knowledge of the Korean language (the ability to read Hangeul is enough) and be committed to growing their Korean language abilities

Section 3:
Length of Term: Term of office begins on the first week of the next academic semester and will last one academic year.
Section 4:

Duties of Officers:

President*: Oversee all meetings and activities; Ensure that, at all times, the organization is abiding by the rules and regulations set forth by LSC policies; In the case that a representative is needed, the president will represent the organization on its behalf except in the case where another member has been assigned. 
Vice-President*: Assist and support the president in all duties and responsibilities of the organization; Oversee the needs of the organization including supplies and additional resources needed; Assist with budget decisions in reference to the organization. 
Secretary: Who shall work closely with the President and Vice-President to keep abreast of organizational goals, needs, policies, and procedures; Document and communicate meeting dates and minutes; Manage and maintain all documents and files. 
Treasurer: Ensure that all budget decisions are approved by the Club Advisor; Maintain a comprehensive record of and balance of the organization’s finances and expenses; Research and report current financial needs; Maintain a positive working relationship with the office of Student Life and Business Office personnel; Consult fellow officers in advising on budget needs and limitations before proceeding with decisions. 
Student Government Association Representative: Represent the organization at the Student Government Association General Assemblies and the Congress of Clubs Congressional Assembly; Vote on behalf of the organization at Student Government meetings; Report all information received from Student Government meetings back to the organization.
*Should the positions of Secretary and Treasurer be unfilled, the President and Vice President of the KLACC shall be responsible for sharing their duties.
Section 5:

Should a vacancy in any office occur, it shall be filled by appointment of the remaining officers.
Article V
ELECTIONS

Section 1:
Time of Elections: Regular elections shall be held during the last meeting of the Spring semester or by decision of the officers.
Section 2:
Election Procedures: The candidate receiving a simple majority shall be elected. All active members shall be allowed to vote anonymously by casting their individual votes. Each Officer position shall be voted upon separately.
Section 3:

Nomination for Office: Any active member of the KLACC may nominate another active member including themselves to candidacy for KLACC office with an explanation of why they feel that they should serve in the office.  The nomination is to be followed by a motion to support given by another active member (seconded) and must formally accept their nomination either verbally (at a general meeting of the organization) or in writing. Nominated candidates must meet the requirements of the KLACC and Lonestar College-Kingwood to serve as officers and agree to serve for the entire term of the KLACC.
Section 4:
Run-off Election Procedures: In the event of a tie, the President may break the tie.
Article VI
MEETINGS

Section 1:
Meeting time/date/location: e.g. The time, date, and place of regular meetings shall be determined by the KLACC officers with input from KLACC members.
Section 2:
Frequency of meetings: Meetings may be held bi-weekly or weekly, with a minimum of once a month.
Section 3:

Special Meetings: Emergency, special interest, or additional meetings shall be confirmed by the President



and/or Vice-President and Advisor(s). Attendees will be given at least 2 days prior notice of meeting time, date, and objective.
Section 4:
Quorum for regular and special meetings shall be…(A quorum is the minimum number of voting members who must be at a meeting before any official decisions can be made.  This number should be slightly less than the number of people who usually attend your meetings—yet large enough so that a few officers cannot control the whole organization.) A quorum of all members of the KLACC shall be defined as all current members of the Executive Committee plus 25% of the listed membership of the KLACC as validated by the membership rolls present for the meeting on matters requiring a vote of the membership*.


Regular meetings where no official decisions or voting takes place require the presence of a KLACC advisor, and a minimum of 2 officers (the president should attend all meetings except in special cases. 
*During the first meeting of any academic year, a quorum shall be defined as 2 members (the minimum to fill the required officer positions of the KLACC).
Article VII
FINANCES

Section 1:
The Fiscal Operating year for this organization is September 1-August 31, the same as Lone Star College.

Section 2:
No money shall be spent or guaranteed without the approval of the Club Advisor, President, and Vice President or Treasurer.
Article VIII
AMENDMENTS

Section 1:
Proposed constitutional amendments or changes shall be presented to the organization in writing to be discussed during a regular meeting and voted on at a separate and later meeting.
Section 2:
Approval by two-thirds of the voting members present at a regular meeting shall pass a proposed change.  The change shall be put into effect after approval from the Advisor(s) and the Director of Student Life.

Article X
RATIFICATION AND ENACTMENT

This constitution shall become the official governing document of the organization, upon ratification by a two-thirds majority vote of the membership in attendance, and approval and acceptance by the appropriate recognizing body of Lone Star College-Kingwood.
