[bookmark: _Int_SCSvvwEZ]• SAF Budgets / New Funding Formula / RSO Cap for this year – After over 20 years of SAF budgets being calculated at $2/credit hour, the formula changed over the summer to $3/credit hour. This has made a great impact on the budgets for LSC-CyFair Student Life. As a result, Mitsven is recommending to the SFAC that they raise the cap for RSO budgets to $2,500 for this year. He is also recommending additional funds that RSOs can request for cultural programming and special club expenses (events, travel, conferences, etc.)

We have 2 student positions up for renewal and will conduct nominations and voting to fill the vacancies at the October General Assembly meeting.
